Trustee Savarese opened his remarks with a shoutout to Mayor Devane, Deputy Mayor Madhvi Nijjar and the New
Hyde Park Fire Department for spearheading the St. Patrick’s Day Parade, as well as Igor Sikiric, Superintendent of
Public Works and his department for all of their assistance with the parade. Trustee Savarese also thanked Diane

Parks and Recreation
e Continuing work on Nuzzi Field.
e Major concentration on Memorial Park; Dog Park and Bocce Ball Court.
e The dog park construction is coming along. The dog park should be complete sometime in the spring.
e Resurfaced the Tennis Courts.
e Power washed, repainted and filled in the cracks on the Pickle Ball Court and Basketball Courts. Basketball
Courts also have new rims.
e As of now two concerts have been scheduled for the summer. One on June 15" and the other on August 10™".

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Department of Public Works
Superintendent Sikiric stated that:
o DPW assisted Auxiliary and Nassau County Police Departments with set up of the St. Patrick’s Day Parade.
e Sanitation will continue with normal schedule.
e The drainage layer at the dog park and bocce ball court is coming together and should be completed over the
next few weeks.
e Pot hole repairs will continue over the next few weeks.
e Tree trimming is ongoing.
e  Street sweeping will resume normal schedule.
e Replacement of old lights with the new LED lights (600 in all) will take place and be completed by the end of
April.

Trustee Burger:

Trustee Burger opened his remarks by thanking the community, Fire Department, Board and DPW for all the efforts
in the St. Patrick’s Day Parade. It was a great turnout and he hopes to see the same turnout for the Memorial Day
Parade.

Building Report
e The last Village building court was held on March 16, 2022 at Village Hall. There were 15 cases on the
docket; violation of special exception, illegal use of a single-family home, illegally parked on lawn, loading
and unloading during prohibited hours, absence of snow removal and working without permits.
e The next Village building court will be held on April 20, 2022 at Village Hall, with 17 cases on the docket.
e There have been 61 permits in total approved and issued between February 14th and March 24th.

Long Island Railroad (LIRR) 3™ Track Project

G-14 Electrical Substation
e EJelectrical work continues — No Nightwork projected.
Perimeter Fencing is in process of being installed — Foundation Work and Posts are installed.
The hold up right now on the fence is that they complete grounding on the site.
Activation has been pushed back to later this spring — Need to complete grounding 1% and the fence.
As noted at our January and February Board meeting and highlighted in our latest newsletter, concerns of
size, safety and health; the MTA will be providing a paper on the Substation to address all concerns.

o G-14isa 69 KV Substation and in itself performs the same function that the previous substation
which is power distribution to the tracks. The same Voltage in, the same Voltage out. It does not
generate any power itself. It takes in the 69 KV power distribution and steps it down to 750 VDC
output.

e The size is driven by Regulations such as IEEE, Health and Safety Regulations (Safety of Public
and Maintainer) and new regulations driven by FEMA.

o EMI/EMF is not a power producing substation. Therefore, it is safer and better than before as it is built in
accordance to the new regulations.
e Landscaping — There was a request for larger more mature trees and the MTA approved larger trees to be
planted.
e We are looking to push out the curb to provide more room for landscaping and mature trees.
e Designs are being reviewed including hydrant and catch basin locations.
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South 12 Pedestrian Underpass
e The pedestrian underpass opened on February 28, 2022. It received both positive and negative feedback.
¢ Negative Feedback focused on the condition;
e Construction in the area and underpass is not complete.
o Facade needs to be completed; smoothing layer and color choice.
e  Stairs have been completed.
e Railing is temporary.
e Security gate needs to be installed.
e Cameras also needed to be installed and operational.
e Pedestrian Underpass vs Overpass
e Final EIS Published — April 12, 2017
o Village Comment 1-182: A few residents expressed a preference for a pedestrian
underpass at South 12th Street to maintain walkability, air flow, sight lines, and
connectivity between the north and south sides of the rail line in New Hyde Park. The
Village of New Hyde Park LIRR Third Track Task Force said the proposed pedestrian
bridge is not consistent with the residential character of the area.

e Comment 2-11: The Village of New Hyde Park LIRR Third Track Task Force objected
strenuously to the EIS contention that community character would not change, stating
that the Village of New Hyde Park will experience serious adverse impacts to community
character due to: the installation of a large and incongruous pedestrian overpass with
elevators; neighborhood bisection and fracturing at South 12th Street.

Resident Diane Bentivegna did not agree with the final EIS report. Her comments are recorded in the public
comments section below.

New Platform
e North Side - the full platform on the north side is open.
e South Side — Under platform barrier needs to be installed and some railing needs to be completed. The
south side won’t open completely until the 3™ Track is put into operation and the temporary platform is
removed.

Station House
e Station House is complete but needs Code Approval. It is scheduled to be opened at the end of this month.

Nightwork/Road Closures
e Intermittent night work within ROW will take place.
e No other nightwork or Road Closures planned at this time.

Wall Construction (Sound Attenuation not Sound Barrier)

¢ North Side Wall Construction is almost complete, fencing is on order and it is anticipated the fencing will
be going up in about 6 weeks, depending on material deliveries.
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NHP Road Fencing Destroyed — December 24, 2022
e Winter Brothers Garbage Truck hit the fencing and 3TC and DPW worked to clean up the site.
e 3TC claimed it was the responsibility of the village to repair, however since the village has not accepted
the site as of yet, the responsibility falls on 3TC. 3TC agreed and is in process of filing a claim for the
repair and will move forward replacing the fencing and light.

NHP Road Safety Concerns — 19 Jan Meeting
e There have been several incidents this past year.
e Additional Traffic Study completed. A new meeting will be set up with MTA.
o Traffic analysis is completed. The analysis looked at traffic volumes, speed and the need for left turn
signal at New Hyde Park Road and Plaza Avenue. It was discussed/reviewed on 1/19/22.
e Traffic Volumes are similar to 2018.
e Further analysis is to be conducted;
e To combat the Speeding issue the County DPW and 3TC will implement pavement markings
noting the speed limit. Drawings have been submitted, reviewed and being updated.
e We may look for additional mitigation after further review and follow-up study is completed.
o We will install no right turn signs on Plaza Avenue into New Hyde Park Road.
o Left turn signal (Protected Signal) at New Hyde Park Road and Plaza Avenue.
e Traffic Study concludes that based on criteria, thresholds and traffic volumes, it does not warrant
the need for a left turn signal.
¢ Nassau County requested that Stantec study this further to include if a turn signal will create more
of a hazard with spill over onto New Hyde Park travel lanes.

sometime in the Spring 2022 (Originally Dec 2021). Water Authority has experienced a number of delays
and setbacks which include, materials, and manpower.

o Site Cleanup and fencing needs to be installed as well.

Village Hall / Parks / DPW

Construction is underway at Village Hall. The building was erected in 1905 and we will be refurbishing it to
keep up its history. Construction will continue at the Building Dept. and Clerk’s Office.

A court grant was received and construction in the court room is underway. The next meeting will be held at
Marcus Christ Hall.

Plans for updates to Marcus Christ Hall are ongoing. We would like to have a bright, safe, clean environment
the community can be proud to utilize and where seniors can gather.

The head of ARB is designing Marcus Christ Hall at no charge and will have approximately ten contractors
on hand. The last year the building was touched was 1987 so we are excited to see the changes 2022 will
bring.

55% of the tax increase will go into Marcus Christ Hall updates. Costs are being cut as much as possible in all
areas; paint was done by the Parks Dept.; the work in the Dog Park was done by DPW. Mr. McNulty will
move the monuments side by side and the pavers will be reused.

April 7 is the Budget Meeting. All are encouraged to come and ask questions.

Memorial Park construction and updates are on the way, including dog park, bocce ball court and baseball
fields.

Presiding Officer Nicolello is looking into 250K in grant monies for improvements to the children’s
playground.

The Village Neighborhood watch should be active shortly. The Village is looking to acquire the old New
Hyde Park Fire Department Chiefs car. They are just waiting for the new Chiefs car to come in. We are
looking for 5 volunteers. Training will be done by the Auxiliary Police Officers. For anyone interested, please
contact the Mayor.

The DPW facility paperwork has been completed and sent to the Governor’s office. Mayor Devane has
invited Governor Hochul to come tour the DPW facility.

In May the Village residents will be the only ones who will be able to use the park. Residents pay taxes for
their park and they should be able to use them without fighting with non-residents for space. The rules will be
enforced upon entry into the park.

When the dog park opens all dog owners will have to register their dog before using the new dog park.

We will allow residents to bring with them one nonresident into the park.
