Sanitation April 2025: 

· 510 tons of refuse and recycling consisting of: 

· 386 tons of MSW

· 15 tons of newspaper

· 24 tons of commingled recyclables

· 35 of C&D 

· 50 tons of yard waste 

· There is one double day scheduled before the next meeting, Memorial Day, Monday May 26th  

· Sanitation collection will resume on Tuesday May 27 with garbage collection conducted on both sides of the Village and paper recycling taking place on the north side of the Village 

· Bulk waste and E-waste pickups can only be scheduled by calling Village Hall. Bulk waste is collected every Monday and Friday. E-waste is collected on Wednesdays 

· Cardboard must be flattened and bundled. No full boxes or boxes with garbage or Styrofoam inside will be collected 

· Do not put your cardboard out for collection with your bottles and cans, it will not be collected
· All recyclables must be properly secured with a lid on the pail or placed in a plastic bag. We have had several very windy days over the past few months, therefore do everything you can to prevent your recyclables from getting blown around during windy days
Operations:

· Installation and repair of new street signs and poles due to aging and damage is on-going 

· In April, approximately 30 street signs were repaired, replaced, or relocated

· DPW staff performed weekly maintenance and cleanup operations along Jericho Tpke, LIRR corridor, and parking lots. 

· Litter pick-up along sidewalks, median areas, and parking lots is conducted on a weekly basis 
· All vegetation maintenance is now being conducted on a weekly basis
· We are continuing our Spring maintenance and clean-up operations. 
Routine Tree Maintenance: 

· Routine tree maintenance requests and tree preventative maintenance procedures are on-going and will continue as needed
· DPW conducted 5 tree trims and 2 tree removals in April
· The tree maintenance contractor was in the Village last month and conducted approximately 10 tree trims, 2 tree removals, and 2 stump removals
· If you have any questions or concerns regarding the tree in front of your house or would like to request a new tree, please use the MyVNHP App or call Village Hall. 

· Our next planting season will be in the Fall 

· During the month of April, DPW received and staff responded to approximately 35 service requests that were received via the MyVNHP App or phone calls to the Village Hall

· The majority of calls this month were regarding trees 

· Pothole repairs were conducted several times in April
· Approximately 40 potholes were repaired
· DPW will be out performing pothole repairs on an as needed basis throughout the Spring and Summer 

DPW Renovation Update (10 months into the project): 

· The exterior sheathing on the new truck garage is partially installed and along with the roofing and should be completed by the end of the May
· The installation of the salt shed exterior structure and shell is now complete and work on the interior will begin in May 

· The contractor has installed the concrete pads that will be used for dumpster storage and material handling procedures
· The module office building was delivered in April and all interior work has begun 
· The project is moving along well, with several delays recently due to rain
· It is anticipated that most of the structures should be up and in place by the beginning of June
· If construction continues as anticipated, substantial completion of the entire project is estimated for this Summer

S.12th Street Parking Lot:
· The new parking lot located at 300 S.12th Street is now open
· Construction on the second new parking lot, located in the existing S.12th Street lot, began the week of 5/6/25
· It is anticipated that this lot will be completed by early June
· The next and last step in this construction project would be the construction of the new park

· 2 for commercial signs which 2 were approved 

· 1 for second floor addition which was approved
· 1 for a color siding change which was approved

· The next meeting is scheduled for May 28th with 1 case to be heard, which is for a dormer extension 
PLANNING BOARD
· The last meeting of the Planning Board was scheduled for May 14, 2025; however, no applications were submitted and the meeting was cancelled

· The next meeting is scheduled for June 11, 2025, and thus far no applications have been submitted

VILLAGE COURT

· The last Village Court was held on April 16, 2025 with 37 cases which comprised of 6- Sidewalk obstruction; 2- Property Maintenance; 15- Garbage out before 7pm; 2– Failed to remove snow; 1– Noise above allowed level, 7- Renting without registering; 1– Illegal business; and 3 Construction without a permit 

· The next Village Court will be held on May 21st with 46 cases which comprise of 14- Garbage out before 7pm; 4– Sidewalk not clean/property maintenance; 15– Working without a permit; 2 – Renting without a registration; 5– Illegal business; 4 – Car obstructing the sidewalk; 1 – Truck idling; and 1 – Illegal dumping
RENTAL REGISTRATION  
· Rental registration is in process and inspections are being conducted accordingly
· We will investigate any illegal rentals that we find as we do take it seriously.
SPECIAL USE

· There was no special use cases heard in April, and there were no Special Use applications on May 15, 2025

· During the period from April 17 thru May 15th, the Building Department issued 51 permits: 2- Building permits; 10- Plumbing permits; 6- Roof; 6- Fence; 8- Street Opening; 9- Driveway; 1- Sign; 6- Dumpster; 2- HVAC; and 1- Shed
· There were also 13- Certificates of Approval; 19- Certificates of Completion; and 2– Rental Registration Certificates

· On Saturday, May 17th, there will be a basketball clinic conducted by Mr. Allen Lew, for girls and boys ages 8-12
· I am excited to announce that a second park is being constructed on South 12th Street

· Both Station 40 (NHP) and 44 (Elmont) upgrades are going well
· Interior is being worked on to include painting and electrical work 

· Punch list and SCADA programming taking place at Station 57 (NHP) and should be complete the week of May 12th at which time we can schedule the DOH inspection
· Tank 20 Rehab is near completion on mid coat of the elevated tank followed by final coat and lettering
· Expected completion 3rd week of June 2025.
Noise Abatement
· The last TVASNAC Meeting was on April 28, 2025

· Since the summer months are upon us, there will be the barrage of constant airline noise

· TVASNAC put together information phone numbers to our local Congressman and Congresswomen

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG):

Mayor Christopher Devane:
Mayor Devane began by proudly announcing that Zip Code 11040 has been recognized as being the cleanest Zip Code in the Tri-State area.
Village Overview:
· The Auxiliary Police just said goodbye and thanked John Concannon who retired after 41 years as an Auxiliary Police Officer; and noted that Derrick Nankoo will take over as Captain

· The Fire Department just had their installation dinner and installed a new Chief, Thomas Farina, a Village resident, from Company 172 and said good-bye to ex-Chief Joseph Barbagallo, also a Village resident. Joseph still is active in the Fire Department; next, is John Waldron, First Deputy Chief

· Also acknowledged was Anthony Fischetti for his 50 years of service which translates that 70% of his life has been given to volunteering at the Fire Department
· On May 4th there was an Eagle Scout dinner and Michael Domingo was recognized

· For his Eagle Scout project, Michael took it upon himself to build the Wall of Heroes to honor the 57 members of our community who gave the ultimate sacrifice and will be honored at the Memorial Day Parade
· On April 26 we dedicated a police booth at Lakeville Road and Jericho Turnpike to Alexander Benedict, who in 1939 lost his life while investigating a burglary
· A local resident donated his time to design the booth 

· Residents are understanding what we are trying to do in the Village and they are coming forward to make things happen

· We have a Community Center being built and want out Community to be proud of
· The old Community Center was 75 years old and did not a solid foundation

· We want it to be used 7 days a week by Seniors, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, American Legion, Ladies Auxiliary, Knights of Columbus, the ELKS etc
· We have a wonderful diverse community and we would like to, every month, hold a cultural event to learn about other Cultures within our community

· We have a group of dog owners who gather around 5:00 in the dog park, which is what builds a community; VNHP Pride

· We want the center to be use by the entire Community; we don’t want it to be a catering hall for birthday parties or similar events

· Although we are hoping to open the Community center with a “Tunnel to Towers” fund raiser 
· This is a very exciting time in the Village; we have 3 Construction projects happening simultaneously

· DPW was 99 years old and it is about time that it was updated

· This will be completed by the end of the summer
· There will be a new park on the south side, paid for with $5MM in state funds from Cuomo 

· This is a grant and we have 3 years to develop the park it or we will lose it
· The Southside took the brunt of the railroad construction and we expect to have a new park opening there in September of this year
· Would like everyone to be active in the community and come to the parade and all the events held in our community 
· It will not work if only certain groups attend the events
· Our park policy was put into effect in 2012 but not enforced and there were major issues with graffiti and violence

· Since the park policy is being enforced, we have not had any issues

· If you are causing problems, we’ll take you park ID away
Mayor Devane ended the meeting by saying that 2025 is going to be a roller coaster ride but it’s going to pay off in 2026.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM and a motion was made by Deputy Mayor Nijjar, seconded by Tr. Quinlan, and unanimously approved, to go to an Executive Session. The Executive Session ended at 9:15 PM.
